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We, Anurag Sharma &Neelam Sharma has entered into an
agreement for construction with the promoter on 21/03/2015 agreed
for the date of delivery on or before December 2017 with an
additional grace period of 6 months (Clause 6.1). The promoter has
communicated no delay and maintained the flat will be in habitable
condition by June 2018, in their mail dated December 7thd, 2017
(Copy Attached as E-1). We planned our living and most importantly
the education of our child based upon these commitments. Upon
repeated request the promoter updated on March 3rd, 201 8(copy
attached as E-2) and revised the date to September 2018 and
clearly mentioning that the compensation will be paid as per RERA.
There is no mention of handover date with project architect?s
certificate on fitness for possession as per Clause 6.1 of the contract.
The promoter further extended the date to Feb?19 has also cited
conditions like demonetization, trucker strike, shortage of input
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material and skilled labour for the delay in the letter dated August
27th, 2018( copy attached in E-3). This shows malafide intention to
conceal willful default. Moreover citing government made initiative
like demonetisation for delay questions a lot on the processes of the
promoter. The arrangement of labour and input material is the
responsibility of promoter, and nothing has been communicated
anything to us till August 27th, 2018. Time and again meetings has
been done with promoter’s representatives at site where no such
shortages of resources were briefed to 1's. A minute of meeting with
owners group on 8th July 2017 is an exhibit of this fact. Promoter’s
inability of arrangement of key coriponents of construction, if true,
shows their incompetency for wkict.,.the buyer has been made to do
the hardship and financial loses. Citing these conditions for delay
shows promoter’s intention of willful default and not to compensate
the buyer, citing reasons i vlause 6.2 of the agreement. This type of
handover for fit-out witrout any occupancy certificate or project
architect’s certificate can put our life in danger post the handover.
The promoter has olsc not replied to our email communication on
August 13, 2013 for clear date of handover with project architect’s
fitness certificaie for procession and compensation for the delay.

On priority / upon your requirement, the registration formalities
can also ve considered for D, E & F customers from January
2018 onwards.

The said
date is independent of the date that has been stipulated
under the agreement of sale. As per the judgement rendered
by the Hon’ble Bombay High Court in the case of Neelkamal
Realtors Suburban Put. Ltd and Ans Vs, Union of India and
Others. It is trite law that the prarioter can prescribe fresh
time period, independent of the time period stipulated in the
agreements of sale at the tim= registration of project as per
section 4(2)(1)(c). Hence, the respondent herein is saved by
the abovementioned ratio ¢lccedendi of the Hon’ble court and
further, is well withir its rights as per the abovementioned
Judgement.
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“Section 4(2)(1)(C) enables the promoter to revise the date of
completion of project and hand over possession. The
prouisions of RERA, however, do not rewrite the clause of
completion or handing over possession in agreement for
sale. Section 4(2)(1)(C) enables the promoter to give fresh
time line independent of the time period stipulated in the
agreements for sale entered into between him and the
allottees so that he is not visited with penal consequences
laid down under RERA. In other words, by giving
opportunity to the promoter to prescribe Jresh time line
under Section 4(2)(l)(C) he is not absolved of the liability
under the agreement for sale...257. If the allottee does not
intend to withdraw from the project he shall be paid by the
promoter interest for every month's delay till handing over
of the possession. The requirement to pay interest is not a
penalty as the payment of interest is compensatory in
nature in the light of the delay suffered by the allottee who
has paid for his apartment but has not received
possession of it.”
